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Recipes:

This is my recipe for the Spinach Salad I made on Saturday – I believe there are many versions, but this one definitely always gets rave reviews:

Baby Spinach, shredded

2-3 stalks of celery – chopped

½ lbs bean sprouts, washed

1 green pepper, chopped

½ lbs sliced mushrooms

1 cup cooked rice – cold

4-5 shallots, chopped

1 cup cashew nuts, chopped finely

Dressing is made up of:

½ cup olive oil

¼ cup Soya Sauce (for this I use Ketjap Manis, by Konimex – which is available at the Swiss Vienna Pastry store in the Pointe Claire shopping Centre) it’s an Indonesian soya sauce.

1 crushed fresh garlic bud

Mix everything together and serve…..
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
