                                            PRESIDENT’S CHALLENGE

2. Choose a label – these will be made available (do not show it to anyone).
3. Your challenge, should you accept it, will be to create a quilt, (top, batting, backing).
4. The size will range from a 48-inch perimeter to a 160-inch perimeter, which means lengths, and widths must be no smaller than 48 inches, no larger than 160 inches.
5. Notice the colors on your label. You must use all the colors; you cannot add any or omit any. If there is pink in various shades all must be included (think Batik if all else fails).
6. Create any pattern with only the colors on your label.
7. Put your name on the back of the quilt, but COVER it.
8. Due date: 1st meeting in May, 2nd Thursday of the month, in other words May 8th, 2014.

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Pat Pauly Bio

Pat Pauly’s work in textiles began in 1980 when she turned to fiber as a medium of choice. Her early showing at Quilt National cemented her love of working in contemporary fibers with untraditional surface design. Her pieces have been seen in exhibitions and numerous juried shows including the 1983, 2009 and 2011 Quilt National.

Pauly is known for using vivid and brilliant colors as well as incorporating both commercial and artist-made fabrics in her work. Her large sized pieces, no doubt influenced from her years of working as an exhibition designer (where scale is everything), prove why Pauly encourages her colleagues to “go big or go home.”

Pauly shows her work both nationally and internationally. Along with curating and organizing exhibitions of contemporary fiber art, Pauly teaches workshops in design, surface design, and construction techniques. Pauly is also a sought-after lecturer on the evolution of traditional quilts to contemporary fiber art. 
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In the Garden

A Workshop with Pat Pauly  - October 3rd
Description of Workshop

This center-medallion style quilt is paper pieced for the center and surrounded with easy squares and half squares to finish. All 40 blocks are easy to make, and Pat will show you how to sew up using bold fabric. It makes a stunning quilt, and you can add borders to bring the quilt from its 60” square size up to anything you want.

Pattern for all 40 6”x6” paper pieced blocks at a cost of $24 per pattern.

Supplies for Paper Piecing “In the Garden” 

Designed by Pat Pauly

Tools

Rotary cutter with sharp blade
small cutting mat (12 x 18 is fine) 
scissors, large and small
seam ripper , straight pins
neutral thread for piecing, sewing machine with new “sharp” needle

Optional – wooden seam press, 6½ x 6½ square template


Fabric for Center Flowers

Bring fabric for center in two color families, one for the flowers, and one for the leaves. For the flowers and the leaves, make sure that you have high contrast from dark to light in both color ways. It is a great way to use your scraps or fat quarters. About 12 fat quarters for each of the two colors is needed. It would be best to have a large variety in many fabrics, even though the amount is small.

Fabric for Background

The background is a deep indigo blue, but you may want to use something else that lends distinction to your other choices. You will need about 1 2/3 yards altogether for the back, but use a variety of 6 or more fabrics. You need about ¾ yard with the light green (from the leaves) for blocks that are half-square blocks and the background fabric.

Binding

You will need about 21 running feet of binding.
